
Emergency Response Plan
Introduction
This plan has been developed as a guide for reacting to major emergencies and disasters that will, or have the potential to, cause significant disruption to the normal operations of the university.  In those circumstances, it is possible that municipal resources normally available may be reduced or unavailable, requiring a greater utilization of university resources.  

Incident

Many events occur on a daily basis that are dealt with using standard operating procedures.  These things can range from personal injuries, medical problems, thefts, small fires, building power failures, broken pipes, minor chemical spills, etc.  Each event is closely monitored and the response is dictated by the level of risk.  Additional resources are called on if there is an indication that the incident has become an emergency.

Emergency

The university has established a crisis management preparedness team. This team is established to plan for emergencies. In the event of a crisis/emergency, the Emergency Management Team may be activated. Following is a list of positions that have been designated to serve on the Emergency Management Team, as well as positions that may be called upon during an emergency.

The physical plant director, in conjunction with the crisis management preparedness team, organizes annual building fire drills. The crisis management team also facilitates and plans for additional emergency drills (i.e. pandemic, lockdown, etc.).
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
